Base station antenna elements are usually less than ten centimeters (about 4 inches) high,but they are often

mounted on towers with heights of about a meter (about 3 feet) to overcome obstacles,such as trees,hills,or tall

buildings,and ensure a clear line of sight to cell phones.
