This accumulation totals an astonishing 44 quadrillion(4.4 x 10 16) Watts of power,a magnitude that would

eclipse the output of 44 million sizable electric power plants. Given the abundance of solar energy,it is

surprising that it is not more widely harnessed and used.

 

How many kilowatts can a mw of solar power?

One MW = 1,000 kilowatts. For reference,one MW of solar can power about 173 homes,according to the

Solar Energy Industries Association (SEIA).
